LET’S DISCUSS...

* InPsalm 115, the psalmist warns that those who worship idols will become like what
they've created. How do you see this played out in the world? On the other hand, as we
worship Jesus, we are transformed into His likeness. Have you seen or experienced this
as well?

e The early Church provides an example of how believers should carry each other’s
burdens in Acts 2:44-47 & Galatians 6:2. Do you still see this practice lived out in
the Church today? What are some of the ways in which we as God’s ambassadors of
sacrificial love can carry one another’s burdens?

e Our culture, communities and even our families can put pressure on us to be somebody
who we haven't yet become. How do you navigate the pressures you face around you;
do you wrestle with comparison or the weight of expectations on you?

» The transforming work God does in each of us involves a combination of God’s Spirit
and our individual and collective self-discipline. How do you see the balance of all these
forces working in you?

» Discuss Rocky’s statement that God “surrenders control” to allow us to participate. Do

you agree with this statement? How does it make you feel to know that the God of the
universe invites you to do things together with Him?
